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Message from the President 
 

Summer has finally arrived after  a damp and cool June.  We had 

nearly 300 owners attend our annual summer BBQ, held on July 

17 th in the Harker Center Park.  If you didnôt attend this year, be 

sure to put it on your calendar for next year!  There is great food, 

wine, beer, pop, music, and  best of all, friends, which all adds up 

to a delightful event.  

 

To repeat some of the news given at the picnic, our pools, spas 

and tennis courts have had over 10,000 owner and guest visits so 

far this year. For the entire season, we expect over 17,000 ow ner 

and guest visits to our facilities. It is quite a chore to keep 

everything operational and well maintained. Weôve had two boilers 

go out at the Village Pool and have had to re -plaster the Harker 

Pool.  But due to the fast reactions of our excellent sta ff, these 

items caused minimal -use interruption. We also have sufficient 

reserves to address these issues, and anything else that might 

crop up.  

 

Talking about funds, our budget for this year is approximately 

$1.1MM, which is about 8% less than last yearôs budget, and we 

are slightly under budget year to date! If youôd like to see more 

regarding the budget, please visit our website, www.elkhorn -

assoc.org .  

 

Budgeting for next year starts in August. This is when the Finance  

Committee, together with staff, develops the operating and capital 

budgets for 2011. While we donôt expect any significant changes 

for this year, it is worth noting that starting in 2012, consistent 

with our Capital Reserve Study, we anticipate having to spend a 

fair amount of money to refurbish, repair, and/or rebuild, the eight 

Village tennis courts. In the following couple of years, the nine 

Harker courts will need attention.   

 

SVEA courts were built some 35 years ago, as part of the overall 

amenities provided by the developer of Elkhorn to attract 

homeowners. Before we spend the money to redo all the tennis 
courts, we want to know from you whether the courts continue to 

address your needs, or whether funds could be used for new 

amenities or alternative  uses. To help us get the answer to this 

question and others, we sent out, on July 21st, an electronic 

survey to all owners who have given us their email. If you havenôt

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opened the email, please do so, and complete the survey. It will 

take you 5 -7 minutes;  time well spent when it comes to identifying 

the type of amenities you would like for yourself and your family in 

the years to come.

Recycling and Trash Disposal Areas at the Sun Valley City 
Hall and the Elkhorn Fire Station are  Getting Sloppy  
 

Part - time Elkhorn owners, who are 

not here on Tuesda ys to place their 

trash carts out for pickup and then 

return them to a location out of 

view, have been enjoying the benefit 

of dropping their recycling at the 

Elkhorn Fire Station, and their trash 

at Sun Valley City Hall.  

Unfortunately, a few people are 

jeopardizing this privilege by not 

followi ng the posted rules.  

 

Specifically, tr ash is being left behind 

the re cycle bins at the Fire Station 

where animals can scatter.  Also, 

some owners are not breaking down 

their cardboard, which creates a shortage of s pace for others. The 

result is a wind -blown scatter of refuse.  Both of these situations 

create problems for the City and threaten the continuation of this 
arrangement.   PLEASE, DISPOSE OF YOUR RECYCLING AND TRASH 

IN A RESPONSIBLE MANNER .  Trash may be dep osited at the Sun 

Valley City Hall, and broken -down and sorted recycling may be left 

at the Elkhorn Fire Station.

Ted Witt reports the SVEA 

Board of Directors recently 

adopted the  SVEA ñOpen 

Space Trails Master Planò.  

ñThis plan identifies six 

separate segments that, once 

developed, will not only 

create trails throughout the 

entire Elkhorn area, but will 

connect to existing area trails 

in Sun Valley and Ketchum,ò 

Witt said.  ñOur goal is to 

work as quickly as possible 

and to hopefully have all 

trails identified and functional 

by the 2012 season.ò   

 

The trail locations are as follows: between Meadowridge and 

Summit II, accessing the Dollar Mountain trail system; from 

Independence C reek to Parker Gulch and from Parker Gulch to 

Sagewillow; from Horseshoe Road to the Trail Creek trail system; 

from Willow Creek to Independence Creek; from Sunrise to Twin 

Creeks; and from Twin Creeks to Willow Creek.  "We will inform 

you and provide maps  as the trails are completed and ready for 

your exploration and enjoyment" Witt promised.

Your Dues Work for You  
 

Many benefits come with owning property in a planned 

community -  from access to the many recreation facilities and 

open space lands to the protection of pr operty values created 

by enforcement of the general guidelines.  Our governing 

documents are very explicit:  if you own property in Elkhorn, 

membership in the Sun Valley Elkhorn Association is mandatory 

and owners may not opt out.  In addition, whether own ers are 

full - time or part - time or whether they use the amenities or not, 

all are required, by the governing documents, to pay dues in an 

equal amount.  There are 1629 members contributing 

financially to the Elkhorn Community.  That strength in 

numbers keep s the asses sment for each property at $1.72  a 

day.  

 

The current SVEA budget is approximately $1.1M with 

operational expenses making up 80% and capital 20%.  The 

capital expenditures vary annually depending on the assets 

needing repairs or replacement; howe ver the operational costs 

stay fairly consistent and cover management, common areas, 

pools, tennis courts, the Harker Center, insurance and other 

professional fees.
